Italy Research Titles
Look up information about the topic you selected to research for Italy. Find out all of the information possible about your topic. Use your Chromebook to get on Google Drive and create a presentation about your topic. You will  present the information about your subject to the class once everyone is finished with their slideshow. Your presentation will help inform other students about the subject. Once you have finished your research and planned for your presentation, you will need to develop 3 questions that other students should be able to answer after your presentation. 

1. St. Peter’s Basilica and Vatican City

Is Vatican City a town or a country? Is there a gate to the entrance? What are some cool facts about Vatican City? Who lives there? Who is the Pope? Tell all about St. Peter’s Basilica. What is it used for? Has it always been used for this purpose? What famous events have taken place there? Show lots of pictures in your slides. Find out some other interesting facts about St. Peter’s Basilica and the Vatican.
2. Italian Renaissance 

When did the Italian Renaissance occur? What time period? What is the Italian Renaissance? Who were the artists? Show some of their famous artwork. Who were the poets? Who were the architects? Who were the scientists? Who were the mathematicians and thinkers? Tell about what each of them did. Tell about Florence, Italy. Why is it called the heart of the Italian Renaissance?
3. Leonardo daVinci
Who was Leonardo daVinci? What is he famous for? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? What all did he draw in his sketchbooks? Have any of these drawings led to inventions that we have now? Did Leonardo come up with a special way of writing? Tell about it. Show some of his famous paintings in your slideshow. Be sure to tell us the name and what year they were painted. Who was Mona Lisa? Why are people fascinated with this painting? 

4. Galileo
Who was Galileo? What is he famous for? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? How did he develop the telescope? What did he see with it? How did he develop the microscope? What did he discover about the sun? Why did he get in trouble for his beliefs about the sun? What happened to him as a result of  his beliefs? What other inventions and discoveries did he make?
5. Opera
What is the opera? What is a composer? Who is Verdi? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? What did he compose? Who is Vivaldi? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? What did he compose? Who is Rossini? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? What did he compose? Who is Puccini? When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? What did he compose? 
6. Bernini
Was Bernini an Italian sculpture and architect? What is an architect? What is a sculpture? What are some of his famous designs? Show images and label them. When did he live (what year was he born and what year did he die)? Tell other interesting facts about him and his works. 
7. World War I and World War II in Italy
Who did Italy fight with in WWI? What other countries fought with Italy? Who won this war? Who did Italy fight with in WWII? Who was the leader of their country in the war? What happened to him? Tell other interesting facts about Italy and war.
8. Major Cities in Italy – include Rome, Milan, Florence, Naples. Show pictures of each of these cities and tell about what makes them a tourist attraction. How many people live in each one. Tell any other fun facts about them. Choose one city to “travel” to. Look up information to figure the cost of a trip to this place- the cost of flying from Mobile to Atlanta, Atlanta to Rome, Italy and then traveling from Rome to the location; hotel costs, food costs, and souvenirs. Be able to report all of these costs to the class. Why did you choose to travel to this place?
9. Venice – the city of Canals
Tell about Carnival in Venice. What holiday do we have that is similar to it? Why is Venice a major tourist attraction? What is Venetian glass? What is an architectural style seen in Venice? How do most people travel in Venice? What is a gondolier? Tell about gondola rides. Why are many buildings built right on the canals of Venice? 
10. The Leaning Tower of Pisa and other tourist attractions

What is the Leaning Tower of Pisa? Where is it located in Italy? Why does it lean? Have they ever tried to fix it so that it doesn’t lean? If so, tell about the process of trying to fix it. What are some other tourist attractions in Italy? You can google search “must see attractions in Italy.” Tell about the price of admission for the attractions if that information is available.
11. All About Italy 
What is the current population of Italy? Show the flag of Italy on your slide. What do the colors stand for? What kind of government do they have? Who is the leader of their country? What kinds of foods do Italians eat? What language do they speak? What is their money called? What do people do in Italy to earn a living? What is the capital of Italy? What other fun facts can you tell us about Italy? Create slides to show more fun facts.
